ETHICAL ISSUES OF FACILITATING LEARNING IN PRACTICE
While ethical issues are an integral part of learning and teaching for healthcare professionals, the ethical issues that arise from facilitating learning in practice appear to be less commonly addressed.  Some of these issues such as confidentiality and the use of information may relate to using the practice environment as a venue for learning and teaching. Other ethical dilemmas can arise from involving service users and carers directly in student learning such as selecting the “interesting case”, or the possibility of unnecessary treatment and examination.

This interactive workshop will give participants an opportunity to reflect on examples of ethical dilemmas in practice based learning. In addition to examples provided by the facilitators, the participants own experiences will be used to inform the discussion.  The ethical issues in a number of dilemmas will be considered, and the possible solutions identified and debated to determine best practice in this area.
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
